a. A berm shall be constructed around the perimeter of the pad to contain any potential spills and

storm water runoff. Berm is to be at least twenty-four inches (24”) in height;

b. Erosion control blankets shall be installed on all slopes and down gradient locations of the pad
as erosion and sediment controlling BMPs;

c. Wetland 3A shall have both a compost filter sock trap and a layer of thirty two-inch (32”)
compost filter sock to prevent any sediment from reaching the wetland from the well pad. This
along with temporary and permanent vegetative cover will prevent sediment from reaching the
wetland.

d. Wetland 3B shall have two layers of eighteen-inch (18”) compost filter sock to prevent any
sediment from reaching the wetland from the well pad. This along with temporary and
permanent vegetative cover will prevent sediment from reaching the wetland.

e. Disturbed areas not used for operations shall be seeded and mulched per the seeding tables in
the WVDEP-OOG Erosion and Sediment Control Manual;

f. Drill cuttings and associated drilling mud shall be disposed of in a permitted landfill;

g. Waste generated by the flowback treatment systems shall be sent to offsite disposal at a
permitted landfill;

h. Weekly site inspections shall be conducted to monitor and maintain the integrity of the BMP
storm water controls;

i. Weekly storm water and spill prevention inspections shall be conducted focusing on storm
water and spill prevention BMPs and maintenance of these BMPs;

j- Inspections of the storm water and spill prevention measures shall be conducted after any
major storm event defined as a half inch (%) rain within any twenty-four (24) hour period;

k. Pad inspections shall be conducted no less than once a week to identify and mitigate potential
deficiencies; ‘

1. All records from inspections shall be maintained on site for the life of the project and be
available upon request.

1.0 INTRODUCTION

On behalf of Chevron Appalachia, LLC (Chevron), Civil & Environmental Consultants,
Inc. (CEC) is submitting a Wetland Waiver Request pursuant to Chapter 22 Article 6A Section 12
of the West Virginia Code. Chevron is requesting a waiver to construct a natural gas well pad
within 100 feet of three palustrine emergent wetlands and one palustrine scrub-shrub wetland for
their proposed Hazlett Well Pad Project located in Union District, Marshall County, West Virginia.

Chevron is proposing to expand an existing natural gas well pad and widen the associated existing
access road. The total limit of disturbance (LOD) for the project is approximately 18 acres. The
waiver request form is included in Attachment A. The following figures are included in
Attachment B: Site Location Map, Aquatics Impact Map, and Wetland Waiver Request Figure.
The Erosion & Sediment Control (E&S) Plan is included in Attachment C. Existing wetlands and
streams were delineated by qualified CEC biologists on May 23, 2017. The following section
provides additional information as required by the waiver.

2.0  WETLAND WAIVER REQUEST

Question 1: Describe the proposed project location, including unique identifying names of all
wetlands, and the names of perennial streams for which the waiver is sought.

The proposed Hazlett Well Pad Project is located off Grandview Road/WV-86 in Union District,
Marshall County, West Virginia, east of the city of Glen Dale, as shown on the Site Location Map.
The project’s proposed LOD is located within 100 feet of three palustrine emergent wetlands and
one palustrine scrub-shrub wetland, as shown on the Aquatic Impacts Map. The approximate
distance of each wetland to the nearest boundary of the LOD is as follows:

No perennial streams are located within 100 feet of the project LOD. A waiver is not being
requested for the Wetlands 1B and 2 which are located entirely within the LOD. Chevron is
requesting authorization from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) for impacts to these
wetlands, impacts to the portions of Wetlands 1A and 3A within the LOD, and for impacts to three
ephemeral unnamed tributaries to Little Grave Creek. A copy of the Application for Department
of the Army Permit is included in Attachment D.

Question 2: Justify the proposed activity by describing alternatives to this project that were
considered.

a. Include a No-Action Alternative as to show “the future without the project”.

The No-Action alternative represents “no alteration” of the existing environment, meaning
the well pad and access road would not be expanded and no immediate environmental
impacts would occur. Natural gas extraction would not occur at this site, and Chevron
would be required to find an alternative site. This option is highly undesirable and would
not fulfill the project’s purpose and need.

b. Location alternatives must be shown.

Due to the size of the proposed well pad, the steep topography of the surrounding area, and
the location of the subsurface coal boundary, the current location of the proposed Hazlett
Well Pad is the primary location desired by Chevron. Further, this project expands an
existing well pad and access road. Siting the proposed well pad at an alternative location
will likely result in additional earth and vegetation disturbance. Minor adjustments to the
dimensions of the proposed well pad were made during the conceptual planning phase of
the project; however, the current location of the well pad has remained unchanged due to
the limitations listed above. The size of the well pad is optimized for the extraction and
production equipment that will be set on the well pad. As such, minimizing the dimensions
of the well pad beyond the dimensions provided is not feasible. The location of the well
pad and LOD are shown on Figure 3 — Wetland Waiver Request Figure provided in
Attachment B.

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c. Must demonstrate why a one hundred foot buffer cannot be maintained.

Maintaining a 100-foot buffer from all on-site wetlands is not feasible due to topographic
constraints and Jocations of the existing features. Two of the wetlands are located on the
southwest side of the access road and two of the wetlands are located on the eastern side
of the well pad. If the access road was shifted northeast, it would result in significantly
more earth disturbance due to the steep topography. Similarly, if the well pad was shifted
west to avoid the two wetlands, additional permanent stream impacts would occur on the
western side of the pad.

The other alternative to meet the setback requirements would be a reduction in the project’s
footprint; however, the proposed design represents the minimum footprint required to meet
the project’s purpose and need. A reduction in the well pad’s limits would mean the project
could not be developed.

d. Describe how the proposed project is the least environmentally damaging practicable
alternative.

The proposed Hazlett Well Site design represents the alternative which reduces permanent
impacts to the greatest degree practicable. Shifting the proposed well pad east or west
would create higher fill slopes and result in more disturbance to existing streams and
wetlands.

Question 3: Identify sufficient measures, facilities or practices to be employed during well site
construction, drilling and operations to protect waters of the state. This description should include
all additional erosion and sediment control measures and devices that will be used.

As part of the well pad permitting process, an E&S Plan has been prepared for the Hazlett Well
Pad project which stipulates implementations to reduce soil erosion, compaction, and
sedimentation of receiving streams and wetlands. The following measures will be implemented
as part of the E&S Plan to protect the existing wetlands and streams:

* Compost filter sock traps will be positioned downslope of larger drainage areas and upslope
of the existing wetlands and/or ephemeral streams;

* Compost filter socks will be positioned downslope of smaller drainage areas and upslope
of the existing wetlands and/or ephemeral streams;

¢ Orange construction fence will be erected along the edge of the LOD to clearly mark and
help protect the wetlands from being impacted during construction operations;

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* Erosion control blanket will be placed on slopes greater than 3 Horizontal to 1 Vertical
(3H:1V) to limit erosion and promote vegetative growth;
Riprap aprons will be constructed at the outfalls of pipes to dissipate runoff;
Disturbed areas within the LOD shall be stabilized within 21 days of construction activity
temporarily or permanently ceasing; and

* One ephemeral stream (UNT 3 to Little Grave Creek) located within the LOD will be
realigned and restored to approximate original dimensions downgradient of the proposed
fill slope toe-key outlet drain and lined with riprap.

Question 4: Provide mapping, plans, specifications and design analysis for the preferred
alternative to the project.

a. Specify in writing what additional controls, measures, devices, monitoring, etc. will be
used to protect wetlands and/or perennial streams for which the waiver is sought.

Refer to the E&S Plan and details in Attachment C for locations of erosion control
measures, specifications on installation and maintenance requirements, and the
construction sequence.

(5) The pollution occurred as the result of some cause other than the drilling or
alteration activity. (d) Any operator electing to preserve its defenses under subdivision (1), subsection (c) of this section shall retain the
services of an independent certified laboratory to conduct the predrilling or prealteration water well test. A copy of the results of the
test shall be submitted to the department and the surface owner or water purveyor in a manner prescribed by the secretary. (e) Any
operator shall replace the water supply of an owner of interest in real property who obtains all or part of that owner's supply of water
